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shoulder he landed on was bruised and sore 
for several days but recovered fine. (Sun-dried 
gumbo is as hard as asphalt.) Everyone was 
curious how he saw the snake from his outfit, 
and he said just as he turned to look at me, he 
saw slight movement in the sparse grass and 
the snake caught his eye. This is the story of 
how Mr. Bovee saved my life. 
      On our next trip to Miles City, Cassie 
called up Mrs. Bovee and Gramma Bovee to 
tell them what a hero they had. Even at my 
young age, I could feel Mr. Bovee was some-
what embarrassed by all the accolades. It was-
n’t until I was 76 that I realized the true 
danger I was in, when I was seated next to a 
former neighbor at a dinner. My mother used 
to stop and visit with his mother on the way 
to town. I was asking if their family was a cus-
tomer of Mr. Bovee. He said “Of course” and I 

related the rattlesnake story to him. 
      He told me something Cassie and Mr. 
Bovee probably had heard prior to the snake 
scare of a child up north accidentally stepping 
on a rattlesnake and getting bitten. After the 
initial survival of the bite, the foot did not 
heal properly. Over the course of a year or 
more, the child had several surgeries and 
eventually lost the foot above the ankle. I 
always knew children with a smaller body 
mass than adults had a more severe reaction 
to rattlesnake venom. It did point out to me 
why Mr. Bovee really understood more than I 
did the gravity of a rattlesnake bite on a child. 
Our ranch was 1.5 hours from the hospital 
and time is money with a rattlesnake bite. Mr. 
Bovee really was a hero to me and sure could 
have saved my life that morning. 
      This saga is being written to pass down 
to Mr. Bovee’s children, grandchildren and 
great-grandchildren. If you have a chance 
at being a hero, do as Mr. Bovee did, and 
act fast!  n
