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manufacturing sector capable of dealing
with it.
      The president is heading in the right
direction. What he has ordered needs to be
defended publicly. But we need to be pushing
for more. This is the time to fix it. The
amount of untreated forest growth is massive.
We need aggressive solutions that will honest-
ly address that. Forest growth needs to be bal-
anced with forest removals, nothing less. That
is dealing with reality. That is the fix. If it takes
repealing the NEPA regulations that have
handcuffed forest management, for example,
then that is what the president should be
pushing for. We need to be defending him all
the way when he does.
      President Trump understands leverage.
It’s how he gets things done. There’s no one
better at reading the room on issues. If he has
leverage, he uses it to reach his goals. Our side
in the forest management debate—unfortu-
nately, most often of late—has not. And that
needs to change.
      The Environmental Left owns what has
happened with wildfire devastations of forests
in the West. The public doesn’t like the
destruction. We have a strong president who
wants to fix it. All of that is leverage. I under-
stand concerns about retaining grant monies
driven by collaborative agreements, but the
situation has changed. The president has
started down the path to fix it. Sitting quietly
in collaborative groups and saying nothing to
defend his efforts is not a path to fixing
things. We now hold the best cards. We need
to play them. That means publicly pinning
blame for the wildfire destructions that have
been taking place in our forests on the very
Environmental Left that is now attacking the
president.
      The Sierra Club and other groups are
already publicly disparaging the EOs, and we
need to counter that. We should own the
public square on the wildfire issue. The
country tried it the Environmental Left’s way
in the forests of the West. It didn’t work. That
is the truth. We need to use it. Balancing
quantified forest growth with quantified
removals is the key to remedying the cata-
strophic fire problem. That will take a healthy
forest industry. Those are additional truths
that need to be vocalized. This president
needs an army at his side. Those who love the
woods can’t sit this one out. We are in a fight.
Stand up. Be part of it.  n
